1984- Kappa Boule host the 37th Grand Boule in Atlanta. Archon Clarence D. Coleman is the Chairman of the Grand Boule Committee along with Archon James P. Brawley. 

Archons Brawley, Charles Hicks, Labat Yancey, Leroy Johnson, John E. Hall, Donald L. Hollowell, Robert H. Brisbane and Thomas G. Sampson serve as delegates. 

1985

Dr. Benjamin A. Blackburn, Dr. James H. Costen, Dr.Samuel Gulley, Dr. Delutha H. King,Jr. Dr Michael L. Lomax, Mr. Wile Lomax,  Dr. William B. Shropshire and Mr. Aaron Turpeau are inducted into Kappa Boule at the Ritz Carlton Hotel on March 3, 1985. Cornell McBride is inducted on April 25th at the April meeting at Paschal’s.

(December 3) Archon James P. Brawley dies. 

December 18th- Kappa Christmas party is held at the Marriott Airport Hotel

1986-

 Kappa Boule receives a grant for $2000 in support of the Youth Development and Creative Leadership Program. Archon Donald Stewart leaves for Japan and later returns to New York to assume his position as president of the College Baord. 

The Grand Boule is held at the Sheraton Hotel in Washington, DC. The delegates for Kappa Boule are Charles Hicks, Thomas Jarrett (Sire Archon), Clarence Coleman and William B. Shropshire. The alternate delegates are Clinton Warner, James Costen, Maynard Jackson and Calvin Brown. 

1992- Archon Delutha King of Kappa Boule is elected Regional Sire Archon

1998 – Attorney P. Andrew Patterson, William Stanley and Paul Douglass are inducted.
